Multiple shipments from different sellers to a single consigneethat are consolidated by the carrier into a
single shipment. A reduced rate offered to a shipper who tenders two or more class-related shipments at
one time and one place. Freight that is moved by air transportation. An enterprise that offers transportation
service via air.
